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Revision of recommended donations

Some of you may have heard a rumour or two about ad-
justments to our recommended donations. We would love
to keep these at the current rate however recommended donations cover
just 13% of Thomley’s running costs. The alterations are based on com-
parisons with similar service providers.

We therefore have made the following changes: -

Families with disabled children:-
- £8 for 1 child per day
- £16 for 2 children per day plus £4 per every extra child (Direct family)

Families without disabled children:--

-£10 for 1 child per day
-£20 for 2 children per day plus £5 per every extra child (Direct family)

Families attending on a Pre-School day:-
-£8 for 1 child per day
-£16 for 2 children per day plus £4 per every extra child (Direct family)

Groups and Schools:-
-£8 for every child

A recommended donation of £2 per child per half hour in
the sensory room

Please note

. We ask for a half price donation for children under the age
of 2; including babies. Although The minimum entry request
for one child/ family is £8 regardless of their age.
